If, for
financial reasons, you would like to be considered for a one-time membership grant, please contact
scholarship@tcjacl.org before submitting your application.

National JACL scholarships: In addition to the local scholarships, National JACL scholarships for
entering freshmen are also available. Decisions for awards will be made this summer. Applicants are
judged on the basis of their scholastic achievement, extra-curricular activities, community involvement,
personal statement and letter of recommendation.
